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Here are some ideas for family traditions to start with your own family: 
 

·  Handprint tree skirt (make or purchase a plain tree skirt).  Each year use fabric paint to add each child’s 
handprints along with the year.  It’s so fun to see them grow. 

·  Make a Gingerbread house with your child.  You can purchase kits (Safeway sells small houses for $4.00, 
although it’s good to get more candy, Costco has a larger house with plenty of supplies for $7.00)  to get you 
started or make your own! (See recipe below) 

·  Read the Christmas story with you kids from Luke Ch 2 
·  Cut your own Christmas tree.  Schilter family farm is easy to get to off I-5 north of Olympia.  They also have a

·  Make a birthday cake for Jesus 
·  Make cookies for the firefighters.  Explain to your children that some people still have to work on the holidays.  

Bringing them cookies is a way to give back to these good hearted people. 
·  One last gift.  It’s always sad to take down the Christmas decorations each year.  Every year, have a small 

package holding a single button, which has been chosen for its significance to the recipient: a flower button for a 
gardener, an anchor for a sailing fan and so on. Each person sews the new button on his or her stocking before 
packing it away until next year.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
Make your own ginger bread house.  Recipes from Lori Forrest. 
 

Ginger bread Dough  
Ingredients 
½ c shortening 
½ c sugar 
½ c molasses 
¼ c water 
2 ½ c flour 
 

 
¾ tsp salt 
½ tsp baking soda 
¾ tsp ginger 
¼ tsp nutmeg 
1/8 tsp allspice 

Directions:  
Cream Shortening and sugar.  Blend in molasses, water, flour, salt soda, 
ginger, nutmeg, and allspice.  Cover, chill 2-3 hours.  Roll about ¼ inch thick 
on lightly floured surface.  Bake on ungreased baking sheet in a 375° oven 
for 10 – 12 min. 

Icing Glue: 
3 – 3 ½ cup powdered sugar 
1 ½ tsp cream of tarter 
6 Tbl water 
6 tsp meringue powder (available at cake-decorating stores incl Michaels) 
 
In a large bowl, beat water and meringue until they begin to foam.  Add 
cream of tartar and beat until stiff peaks.  Gradually beat in sugar until it 
reaches spreading consistency.  Keep covered and refrigerated until 
needed. 
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Lori’s tips: 
·  If this is your first time making a 

house, it’s good to make your 
pattern out of cardboard first to 
test your design. 

·  Build house on a foiled piece of 
cardboard to for easy movability 
later. 

·  Bake Gingerbread so that it’s a 
little bit over done for cookies. 

·  You might need to recut your 
edges with a large knife after 
baking as the dough spreads a 
little bit.  

·  Frosting will harden like cement 
so keep covered when not in 
use.

Hot Mocha Drink Mix 
 
Ingredients: 
1 c. white sugar 
1 c. dry milk powder 
1 c. powdered non-dairy creamer 
½ c. unsweetened cocoa 
¼ c. instant coffee granules 
 
Directions: 
 
1.  In a large bowl, combine ingredients and mix well until blended.  Store in a sealed container. 
2.  To serve, Heat a cup of water per serving (or milk, for a creamier taste.)  Stir in 3-4 heaping teaspoons of cocoa 
mixture. 
 
 
Hot Chocolate Mix 
 
Ingredients: 
11 c. dry milk powder 
1 (8 oz) container powdered non-dairy creamer (for a more unique flavor, use half regular and half French vanilla flavor) 
2 ½ c. confectioners sugar 
3 c. instant chocolate drink mix 
¼ c. unsweetened cocoa powder (use a heaping ¼ c for richer flavor) 
 
Directions: 
1.  Sift together the ingredients.  Store in air-tight containers or jars for gift giving. 
2.  To use: Add 3-4 tablespoons of mix to 1 cup of hot water or milk.  Add a dash of cinnamon or mini marshmallows if 
desired.
